i. State Bank of Travancore (SBT) lnternet Bankine: lf a bidder has a SBT internet banking account,
then, during the online bid submission process, bidder shall select SBT option and then select
lnternet banking option^ The e-Procurement system will re-direct the bidder to SBT's internet
banking page where he can enter his internet banking credentials and transfer the tender
document and EMD amount.
